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Overview

For many organizations, the Active Directory igha core of their business processes providing
information for key information and business syse@rganizations that use Exchange server
rely on their Microsoft Exchange/Outlook Global Adds List (GAL) to provide them with
information (telephone number, address, departnegént,..) about other users within their
organization. This information is maintained fack user in Microsoft's Active Directory. If

that information is not maintained and kept up-tded then users are frustrated and are less
productive.

In the past, the only way a user could update #hasting information was to use a utility such

as Microsoft's GALMOD utility from the Microsoft B&kOffice Resource Kit or the Exchange
Resource Kit, howevethis utility had to be installed on each user’sidep. The alternative was
for the user to request the updates to be madetaoder account by an administrator thus
placing an additional burden on the IT Departmé&therwise, a third-party utility had to be
purchased. The current third-party utilities on tinerket are full-blown, user provisioning
systems that are very expensive and have far reatares than are required for simple everyday
updates.

Providing end-users with a simple, easy-to-usetswiuhat allows them to update their own
information in the Active Directory provides trent®rus value to an organizatidbirectory
Update provides end users with self service update caifiabiin Active Directory. The
administrator defines which attributes the useall®ved to update and can specify validation
rules and drop-down lists to help ensure the acgurhthe data the user inputs.

Directory Update - The Basics

Directory Update is a .NET web application written in C# that pes an authenticated user
the ability to update some of their Active Diregtattributessuch as address or telephone
number. The administrator can customize whichlattes the user is allowed to update and can
specify for each attribute a valid list of datattban be entered via a drop-down list.

When the user connects to the web site hoRingctory Update, they are challenged for their
Windows domain logon credentials. The logon pagd@vn in Figure 1.

Techie Stuff

TheDirectory Update v1.6 application is written in C# using Visual 8w and the Microsoft
.NET Framework v2.0. We require a minimum of Inetrimformation Server (11S) 6.0 running
on Windows Server 2003 (Web Server, Standard Editimterprise Edition, or Datacenter
Edition.) IIS must be running in IIS 6.0 mode.

Figure 3 shows how Directory Update interfaces whthend user. The only place that
Directory Update needs to be installed is as a web applicatiomolhiSaserver. All clients use a
Web browser (Internet Explorer or Firefox) to cocin® theDirectory Update web site
(http://servername/DirectoryUpdate by default.)e@ts connect to IIS using HTTP or HTTPS;
theDirectory Update application then proxy’s requests on to an Aciweectory domain
controller. Connectivity between Directory Updatelahe domain controller is handled via
LDAP.

Directory Update designed to be customizable and localizable thétneeds of your
organization. To do this, you should understand tmapproach customizing tierectory
Update configuration interface and user options.

Interface Customization

Almost all Directory Update configuration changes are made through one oétboafiguration
files. These files control the fields that are dadpthe field types, interface labels, and more.
These are the DirectorySettings. XML, AppSettingsIXfille, and the AddressSettings.XML

file. Secondarily, you may also further customize interface by editing the Default. ASPX and
the Style.CSS file. We will cover these files inmmaletails later in the documentation. For now,
we strongly recommend you get a good (and fred)aeéitor such as Notepad++.

Registry Key Locations

Some of our configuration data is stored in thei&eg you can find this information in to
HKLM\Software\lthicos. Customers rarely need to wribis, but we like to disclose where we
store information in the Registry just in case.Ur@4 shows the Registry location; here we store
information about Active Directory, the domain catfier we use, and the domain name.

- The application can update user information onlg Bingle Active Directory domain.
We work only against Windows 2000/2003/2008 Actie=ctory domain controllers
using LDAP. We do not support Active Directory Aalttion Mode (ADAM) databases.
A user can only update thawn attributes; they cannot update attributes for otisers.
Delegated authentication is available in Burectory Manager product.
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For attributes that use a drop-down list of appdogtata (such as the list of valid states or
cities), if the current value in Active Directorges not exist in the validated list, the
Directory Update application will clear that valinem Active Directory.

Directory Update uses a static domain controller / global catalErger name; it does

not auto-discover all available domain controllensl global catalog servers in a domain.
The Settings Updater application be used to uptigdenformation.

Telephone number fields have a maximum field lerd#h0 characters.

We do not support any value in multi-value attrésu¢such as otherTelephone or
otherFax) except for the first value.

P.O. Box and Postal Code have a maximum field len§B0 characters.

Street Address has a maximum field length of 250 atters.

All other fields have a maximum field length of 6daracters.

The User Information page works best in Interngtl&ver, but we have also tested it
with Firefox and Safari (on Macintosh). The curreetsion should be acceptable in these
browsers.
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Requirements

The following section discusses the prerequistbe®frectory Update. Please confirm that the
system on whiclirectory Update will be installed meets these prerequisites. Grtae@most
common reasons thBirectory Update installations have issues is that the prerequsisite not
met so review these carefully.

Windows Server Requirements

Prior to installing théirectory Update application, the directory administrator must dasie a
computer on which this web application will be alktd. This server can be a domain controller
or a member server. The following are the requirgse
- Windows 2003 Server SP1 or Windows 2003 R2
IIS World Wide Web Service must be installed
The ASP.NET component of the Windows Applicatiorvee must be enabled
The .NET Framework v2.0 must be installed

The server hostinBirectory Update must be a member of the Active Directory
A service or proxy account must be created
0 The service/proxy account password should haveagpassword
0 The service/proxy account password must not expire
0 The service/proxy account must have the permissiensssary to update the user
accounts it will be required to update. The best twaaccomplish this is to make
the account a member of the domain’s Account Opesagroup. Domain
Admins group membership will grant excessive pesiaiss and is not necessary
in most cases.
The account you use to install th&ectory Update application must be domain account
that is also a member of the local Administratasug on the computer on which
Directory Update is being installed.
SSL is recommendetdut not required. If you do not use SSL, then #mplication
should only be visible from within your own Intetnsince user information will passed
over your network in clear-text.

The service account that you must create is marerately a “proxy” account since
there is actually not a service that continuallysen the Directory Update server. The
proxy account is only used to perform updates dralb®f the user.

While not required, we recommend that Bieectory Update application be on its own web
server. While it should interoperate fine with atheeb-based applications, all of our testing has
been on an IIS server running on a domain control@ member server and using the Default
Web Site.
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Here are some problems that are frequently assalcveth the service account:

- If the service account is a member of Account Ooeré cannot update other users
that are also an Operator user or any type of Adtnator. This is a security feature
of Windows.

Don’t forget to set the service account so thapassword never expires and so that
the account does not get automatically disabled.

Windows x64 and Windows Server 2008

We are now getting some requests toRunectory Update on both Windows Server 2008 as
well as the x64 edition of Windows Server 2003 ®iddows Server 2008. We do have
customers runninBirectory Update on Windows Server 2008 and as long as you cantlead
.NET Framework v2.0 it appears to run just finewdwger,Directory Update cannot be

installed on Windows Server 2008 “server core” nsesserver core does not allow the .NET
Framework 2.0 to be installed. As of this writiradj,of our development efforts and internal lab
testing has been on Windows Server 2003 so if yantwo use Windows Server 2008 you may
be moving in to uncharted territory. We will suppygou as best we can.

Applications that are written using the Micros®d&T Framework will run on either the x86 or
x64 Windows Server operating systems. The primeagon you should consider running an

x64 edition of Windows Server is for the increasasimory that it provides to the applications.
The increase memory will benefit applications sastExchange Server 2007, SQL Server 2005,
and Microsoft Active Directory (for organizationsttNTDS.DIT database files larger than

2GB or so.) There is NO performance improvememaated with runnindirectory Update

on x64, but you can do it.

The installer that we use with v1.6 may crash wiegistering the .NET application. If this
happens, please contact our support for instatidiies that you can install manually.

Service Accounts and Least Permissions

When installingDirectory Update, you are required to provide a service/proxy antoéll
updates to the Active Directory are made withindbeurity context of this service account, not
within the context of the user that is currentlgded in. This is by design, as the end user does
not have sufficient permissions to accomplish &bwectly Update’s functions. However, we
also have found that many timegectory Update is configured to use a service account that
has more permissions than are necessary (making@mber of, for instance, the domain’s
Domain Admins or local Administrators grouppr simplicity’s sake, we recommend creating a
service account and making it a member of the dosi@iccount Operators grotip

Note that Account Operator accounts cannot moditfibates of any user account that is a
member of any of the operators groups, Administsator Domain Admins. This is a built-in
security feature of Windows. But then, you shoubtimeed to usBirectory Update for admin-

! Members of the Account Operators group have psionis to create and delete users.
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level accounts because they are only used for asmative purposes and do not have
mailboxes, right? The principle of least permissions is inconvetibat important!

At a bare minimum, the service account only neaimfssions to modify the attributes that will
be visible in Directory Update. This does not reguiccount Operator permissions or even
permissions to the entire domain. You can configur@ccount that has only the permissions
necessary to modify the attributes that you waatsito modify The following is a quick

tutorial on setting up a service account that g the necessary permissions. The group and
user names are just for illustrative purposes;gauuse whatever you want.

When you
delegate all of these property sets, the serviceuwt will have sufficient permissions to update
all of the necessary attributes. If you have schketk theDirectory Update user interface so
that there-isare only a few exposed attributes, you will naeahall of these property sets.

One problem with allowing users the ability engetttial data into an attribute field is that you
will get many different combinations and spellirgdslata that you may want to keep consistent.

Directory Updatais you to enforce the phone number format
by using a technology called a regular expressREBEGEXs). A REGEX allows the

administrator to describe the patterns of numbettgrs, or special characters that can be put in
to a phone number.

While the phone number is the most popular fieldusing REGEX validation, you can apply a
validation rule to most any field in the DirectostBngs.

After supporting Directory Update now for the plest years, we have found some helpful tips
and tricks that will help you to make the most otiyimplementation. Some of these are one-
liners, while others require a bit more explanation

Login script to check last logon date

Some organizations have written a logon script thatks the user’s attributes and/or last
modified date and if a specific condition is nottjibke user is presented with the Directory
Update screen and asked to update their informafibeck our Web site for an unsupported,
sample script.

Proxy / service account issues
One of the things that generates the most suppl$ s issues with the service account or
proxy account. Here are some suggestions andaipsfir service/proxy account:

Quick troubleshooting steps
If Directory Update has been working along jusefand then all of a sudden stops working,
here are a few things to check:

Is the domain controller you use up and running

Global Address List not showing updates
So, a user updates their information, then goés @utlook, looks at the global address list and
the information is still outdated. Even after 516rminutes the information has not been
updated, what could be wrong?
- First and foremost, Outlook points to a Global Gagaerver for its global address list
information may not have received the replicatipdates. This can take anywhere from
a minute to hours or even days depending on yqlicegion topology.
Second, and most commonly, if Outlook 2003/2007sisg Exchange local cache mode
to connect to the Exchange server, this meansh#dok is using an offline address
book to look at the global address list.
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o By default, the offline address book is rebuilt emvery 24 hours, though you
can change this configuration using the Exchangte®y Manager or the
Exchange Management Console.
